Tuberculosis can be transmitted from person to person via coughing, sneezing,
spiﬁing etc...but don’t worry! Treatment for tuberculosis has made much
progress and today, you can cure the disease by taking medicine properly.

Thé most difficult, yet the most irﬁportant part of the treatment is to continue
takfng medicine even after the symptoms disappear. This can be difficult at
times...but remember that you are not alone in this fight against tuberculosis.
Yoﬁr loved ones, doctors, and health staff will be with you so that you can
coﬁ;plete the treatment.
